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MINUTES JANUARY 16, 2025

A regular meeting of the Board of Members of Rapidan Service Authority was held on January 16, 2025,
at the Orange County Public Safety Building, Orange, VA.

The meeting was called to order at 2:00 PM. A quorum was established followed by the Pledge of
Allegiance.

Present: Members: Coppage, Elliott, Johnson, Marshall, Voorhees
Staff: G.M. Clemons, D.O. Jarrell, D.A. Gaskins
Attorney: Stefan Calos
Guests: Bryan Nicol

The first item of business was the election of officers. On a motion by Coppage, seconded by Voorhees,
the Board voted to retain the current slate of officers (Chairman — Johnson, Vice-Chairman — Coppage,
Secretary/Treasurer — Clemons, and Assistant Secretary — Gaskins) on a unanimous voice vote.

The agenda for the meeting was then adopted on a motion by Elliott, seconded by Marshall, and passed
on a unanimous voice vote.

G.M. Clemons made a minor change to the draft minutes of the December 19, 2024 meeting, and the
revised minutes were approved on a motion by Coppage, seconded by Elliott, and passed unanimously on
a voice vote.

The minutes of the January 9 public hearing were then approved on a motion by Coppage, seconded by
Elliott, and passed unanimously on a voice vote.

During the opportunity for public comment, Orange County Supervisor Bryan Nicol indicated that he had
received a couple of complaints regarding the manner in which RSA publicized its meetings. He asked that
in addition to posting meeting notices/agendas on its website, that RSA consider sending out an alert to
make customers aware of upcoming meetings. He suggested also that RSA could notify customers in the
same manner if a meeting were cancelled.

D.A. Gaskins then presented a customer request regarding a high bill. The customer denied using the
water, but D.A. Gaskins pointed out that the meter indicated that the usage occurred between November
9-12. He also pointed out that although the customer had asked for relief on a $500 bill, $320 of the bill
was for the customer’s service deposit. The actual water/sewer portion of the bill was approximately
$190. On a motion by Coppage, seconded by Elliott, the Board voted to uphold its usual policy on a
unanimous voice vote.

During the opportunity for Board comment, Mr. Coppage asked if RSA had either installed or was planning
for a sign at the new office in Madison. G.M. Clemons indicated that he had begun the process and that
a sign would be installed at that location. Mr. Voorhees then let the Board know that he had agreed to
an on-site interview with NBC 29 regarding upgrades at the Wilderness water plant. He also informed the
Board of proposed legislation - Senate Bill 923 - that would restrict the amount of water that could be sold

from one water system to another by restricting the amount of water that could be discharged into a
basin other than the system’s own to five percent of its total water sales. As this could potentially
adversely affect RSA, G.M. Clemons is going to weigh in on the discussions currently taking place.

G.M. Clemons then brought the proposed Madison rate changes to the Board for approval. A public
hearing had been held on January 9, 2025, and a few people spoke. The Chairman acknowledged that no
one wants an increase in rates but stated that the increase reflects the cost of providing the service. On
a motion by Coppage, seconded by Elliott, the rate changes were passed unanimously on a roll call vote.

G.M. Clemons then gave a brief report. He mentioned that he had planned to inform the Board of the
potential legislation Mr. Voorhees discussed. With that subject already covered, his only additional
comment was that there was no financial report as staff were wrapping up year-end financial matters.

Attorney Calos did not have anything to add at this time.

At 2:18 p.m. the Board went into closed session with Attorney Calos based on the motion made by
Coppage, seconded by Marshall, and passed unanimously on a voice vote (see the attached motion to
enter into closed Session). The Board came out of closed session at 2:34 p.m., and each Board
member individually certified that the requirement regarding matters discussed during the closed session
was met.

With no further business to discuss, on a motion by Elliott the meeting was adjourned at 2:35 p.m. on a
unanimous voice vote.

For record sake, I have added details to our case as it involves another previous incident and I believe it is
necessary you know all of them. I know your time is valuable, but I would very much appreciate your

reading and discussing the additional info as well before you make your decisions.

I am writing with reference to our account #996-4 regarding a bill we received early February 2025. I am

asking that any charge beyond January 15t (the day the meter was read*) be removed, as we have a letter
on file which requests that we be notified if any charge goes beyond our normal usage of around $25 a
month. The water usage went up to just above 3000 gallons and the water continued to run after the

reading of the meter on the 15™ until our mail arrived. We were not notified via a call as requested,
due to this taking place a few years earlier**.

*The Emergency Technician I spoke with that evening said he was the one who read the meter. He
remembered seeing the meter spinning and knocked on our door, but no one was home it seemed to him.
(We are ages 77 and 75 and seldom go out in the winter; perhaps we did not hear his knock.) Even so, he
did not leave us a door knocker indicating the meter was running. He did indicate on his part he “notified
the office so they could notify us, but could not explain why they did not.”

**Initially we asked for this notification arrangement the first time this took place (no notification of
huge amount of excess water being used when reading the meter, allowing the water to continue to be
poured out until the bill arrived preventing us from being given the opportunity to rectify the situation
immediately). At that time I requested a letter be placed in our files and hopefully be recorded in your
Billing Program incase this were to happen again not only to us but to others, (we’ve had droughts and do
not need to waste public water!). I urged RSA to setup a program to notify those of us you serve when
this takes place. I was told the notification letter was filed and it is still on file today. I was also told that
due to the move to Locust Grove and a new computer system/program? being set up the office workers
are currently behind and received a apology. I understand (having been a secretary) and thus request
understanding on your part as the Board.

I already knew RSA had moved to Locust Grove as when our January bill arrived, I called immediately,
wanting to make sure that my letter was still on file. I also wanted to make sure they knew we were still
paying off a prearranged monthly bill from a few years past when our pipes burst; again no one notified
us at that time. 1 also wanted it to be on record that we were on auto pay, so we could avoid a late charge.
The 2025 bill said we had a pay in full due date. After she did research, I was assured this was already in
their program even though they moved to Locust Grove we could still pay as previously arranged. It was
at that time she suggested I fill out an Exoneration Form with the hopes of receiving some of the initial
cost returned from the first time the pipes burst. I have found out since, we do not qualify. Even so |
added it here as I want to have a written record of what I have done on my part, for numerous reasons.

When this first happened several years ago, I was told I could write the Board with the same request as
today, explaining we are on Medicare/Medicaid and have limited funds to work with. I did so in detail,
apparently we were denied with no explanation. This time I would like a written response from the Board
please.

The first time, Trace Gaskins said a stretched out payment arrangement was the best RSA could do and
we owed the entire amount. It was not until the bill came in the first time that we realized there was a
burst pipe (a few feet away where our side of the valve joined yours on Route 29). We understood we
were responsible to fix it. My husband a jack of all trade fixed it immediately, we did not need to wait for
outside sources to fix it on both accounts. Even so, we still had to pay for the water usage that continued
to spray up like a fountain, beyond the initial meter reading. Later on when we met the woman who read
it she indicated that there was a shortage of personnel (I suppose to due with Covid) and that was
probably why no one notified us. With all of that said, I am asking that your company make any
adjustments to your policies so this type of needless distress does not take place for not only ourselves,
but others in years to come...

Thanks ever so kindly for considering all of this, I hope to hear from you, the RSA Board sooner than
later; in particular with regard to removing the additional water usage charge beyond the meter reading of
January 15" to the day we received your mail, early February (the night we called in). Mr. Gaskins
indicated the newer additional fees (only up to the 15t 1 hope) can be added to the balance due of

$229.81 — now minus $90 take out on the 7 of J anuary. It is our hope that due to not being notified
initially and our low income, at the least, the previous amount still owed will be removed as well...

RE: Wilderness WTP Floc Tank Stairs and Pre-Sed Basin Walkway Project

Rapidan Service Authority opened sealed bids for the above referenced project on February 7,
2025. The project scope entails new stairs and walkway for the existing raw water pump station
and pre-sedimentation tanks. This will replace an aged access stair to the raw water pump
station and provide new superior access to the pre-sed basin. Additionally, integral access
ladders connected to the new walkway system will extend down into each pre-sed basin to
facilitate maintenance activities when required down in this very deep basin. The project scope
also entails providing better access to the top of the new floc tank structure using walkways and
landings which also connect to the new pre-sed basin walkway. The floc tank is a tall structure
and this new stair and walkway system will replace the access ladder that was installed as part
of the floc tank construction during GWWIP Phase la. The top of the floc tank is fully grated and
has a perimeter handrail that was installed as part of the GWWIP Phase la project. All materials
of construction for the stairs and walkways in this new project are non-corrosive (either stainless
steel or aluminum) and all steps have a non-slip texture.

The table below presents the bid tabulation for this project.

RE: Disinfection By-Product Update

As the Board is aware, we have been working to lower the HAAS’s on the Germanna line, one of
four sample sites, in the Wilderness Water system, for the past year or so. The results on this one
line had placed us in non-compliance with federal and state regulations. The limit for the HAAS
rolling annual average is 60 parts per billion.

Having just completed the 1% quarter 2025 sampling, all locations are in compliance with federal
and state drinking water regulations. Below are the quarterly test results and rolling annual average
(RAA), in parts per billion, for each of the four sites over the past 4 quarters:
